4. Individual and family counseling skills are what juveniles said they 

most needed and it maps to our strategies

and training

The group discussed that just prioritizing programs was a bit shortsighted and that we 
should look at a long-term strategic vision.  It was mentioned, for example, that First Five 
already provides a lot of parenting education for 0-5, so perhaps all we need to do is 
advocate for a specific type pf parenting education from them.  It was also mentioned that 
there was a big gap in after-school/enrichment.  Very little seems to be provided for youth 
in this category.
