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a. Steering Committee Role 
 

● Critical and required, wide range and collective Voice – raise 
awareness in community about mental illness (1 in 5 people 
affected) 

o Youth is missing 
● Help with integrating, collaborating, and coordinating 
● Consumer/family voice and choices are critical in transformation – 

i.e. a parent of a 26 yr. old – voice of the family is STILL important 
● Reach folks traditionally unserved – N.A., Latino, geographically 

remote, persons w/ developmental disabilities  
● Better coordination for dually diagnosed 

o Dually diagnosed can get services w/ some providers, 
but people are getting trained so they will all be more 
sensitive   

o Need to improve existing service providers – better 
collaboration 

● Embrace recovery! Learning to live quality lives w/ a mental health 
diagnosis 

● Reduce stigma – important for people to live successfully in 
community 

o Success stories can motivate providers to not have a pre-
disposed attitude of “this will be difficult” toward folks with 
multiple challenges 

● Discrimination is real and hard 
● Need comments on successes, barriers, use of funds, outreach for 

campaign 
●  Decisions by consensus; people want to know timelines for 

decisions so they don’t give up 
 

 
Review of Steering Committee Priorities 
 

● Out-stationing at school – wait for Early Intervention $ Housing – 
will be money coming down 

● Multidisciplinary teams for adults and employment did not get 
funded – ran out of resources 

● Additional psychiatric services for persons going over to primary 
care 
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● 4-6 meetings per yr. – would like people to commit to 2 yrs. 
● Question about section 8 – Roseville waiting list closed, probably 

for 7 yrs. May be an opening for Placer County 
 
 
b. SAMHSA & MHSA Update 
 

● SAMHSA & MHSA – just getting underway, but are open for more 
ideas toward community wellness 

● Sustainability: MHSA is continuous, SAMHSA is only 5 yrs. but 
more system oriented – not as much direct service, so continuity of 
services shouldn’t be a huge issue 

● MH System has not been very supportive of parents of adult 
children - happy to see “family driven services” as a priority  

● Need group of consumers and family members to provide guidance 
– MH staff feel stuck in between (family member on panel?) 

 
 

IV. MHSA: New Issues for Discussion 
● CSS – first $ out, will get an extra yr. 
● Coming Soon: 

o Early Intervention/Prevention 
o Workforce Development for staff 
o Consumers 
o Housing 
o Survey about electronic medical records 

● Governor’s budget proposal to eliminate AB 2034 funding – will that 
make us add homeless as a target population? Contingency plan to 
serve homeless in case AB 2034 goes away? 

● Other non MHSA services are shutting down (increased costs, 
revenue stays same); MHSA only represents 9% of total MH 
Budget 

● Continuum of care w/ most intense services for severely ill and 
primary care for those w/ most stability – help primary care clinics 
obtain knowledge/consultation needed to serve stable consumers 

● $881,000 available 
● Spirit House in Grass Valley – a good welcome center, need 

another field trip 
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● Welcome Center – caters mostly to Gathering Inn clients – don’t 
see other clients 

o Get information to clients on how to get classes 
funded 

o Advertised solely by word of mouth – need to feature 
it in client-written newsletter & send to clients’ homes 

o Appreciate women’s support group 
o Grateful for Listening Well
